School Profile 2008/2009 
GENERAL INFORMATION 
Lutheran High School is owned and operated by the Lutheran High School Association of St. Charles County, Inc., a 
voluntary association of eight congregations of the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod. The school entered its 27th 
academic year in 2008/2009. Approximately 320 students are enrolled including 72 seniors. The school has 7 part-time 
and 24 full-time teachers. All teachers meet or exceed criteria set by the North Central Association of Schools and 
Colleges and over three fourths have advanced degrees. Lutheran High School is accredited by the North Central 
Association as a college preparatory institution and also by National Lutheran School Accreditation of the Lutheran 
Church-Missouri Synod. The school year is based on a 2 semester calendar. 
 
COMMUNITY 
Students at Lutheran High School come from a variety of social settings, ranging from urban and suburban St. Louis and 
St. Charles to the rural areas of western St. Charles County.  The school draws its population from all of these areas 
giving the students a variety of social interactions. Approximately 78% of the students and their families belong to 
churches that are members of the Lutheran High School Association. The remaining 22% of the student body comes from 
other Lutheran and Christian denominations.

MARKING SYSTEM 
Letter grades of A, B, C, D, and F may be assigned in all classes.  Courses following a College Board Advanced 
Placement syllabus and using the AP exam qualify for a 5 point grade scale, all other classes make use of the  
traditional 4-point scale.  A simple mean is used to calculate GPA for all classes. An alternative grade of "S"  
may be assigned in special circumstances meaning achievement commensurate with ability, although below  
minimum standards for a "passing" grade. "S" Indicates satisfactory participation, conduct and effort and earns credit for 
the class. Certain nonacademic options are graded on a Pass/Fail (P/F) basis. Classes taken offsite for dual credit (high 
school/college) are also recorded on a Pass/Fail basis.  
 
GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS for the Class of 2009 
Graduation Requirements: English 3, Mathematics 2, Science 2, Social Studies 3 (including U.S. History 1 cr., American 
Government .5 cr.), Arts 2, Physical Education 2 (including .5 cr. Health), Religion 1 credit per year, and electives to total 
24 credits. All students are also required to pass tests on the Missouri and United States Constitutions. These tests are 
usually given during the freshman year in the Civics course.  
 
SPECIAL CURRICULUM FEATURES: 
Students with acceptable GPA and progress towards graduation may participate in the following programs: 
Dual Credit Option from Lindenwood Univ. or St. Louis Univ. Dual credit classes comply with dual credit standards 
established by the Missouri Department of Elementary and Secondary Education, Missouri Coordinating Board for Higher 
Education and the respective Universities. 
Dual Enrollment Option: Students with unique curriculum needs may enroll at other educational institutions with school 
permission. Credits from accredited schools are posted on the LHS transcript only as P/F courses. Specific grade 
information may be obtained by requesting a transcript from the school originating the credit for the course.
